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Clinical Observation of Chinese Medicine Treatment and Nursing for Severe Acute
Pancreatitis and on Satisfaction Evaluation

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of Chinese medicine treatment and nursing for severe acute pancreatitis
and on satisfaction evaluation. Methods Seventy cases of patients with severe acute pancreatitis were divided into the control
group and the experimental group randomly 35 cases in each group. Patients in the control group were given the conventional
therapy and nursing methods. Chinese medicine treatment and nursing methods were added to the patients in the experimental
group on the basis of treatment in the control group. Observe and compare the clinical effect and nursing satisfaction in the two
groups. Results The change time of pancreatitis recovery time of bowel function and the length of hospital stay of patients in
the experiment group were all shorter than those in the control group(P < 0.05). The satisfaction rate in the experimental group
and the control group were respectively 91.43% and 45.71% and differences being significant(P < 0.01). Conclusion On the
basis of the conventional treatment and nursing the Chinese medicine treatment and nursing can obviously shorten the
improvement time of pancreatitis recovery time of bowel function and the length of hospital stay of the patients with severe
acute pancreatitis. The patients are more satisfied with the nursing.
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
