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Clinical Effect of Sanhuang Yuyang Jian for Peptic Ulcer and Its Effect on Gastrin

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of Sanhuang Yuyang Jian for peptic ulcer and its effect on Gastrin.

Methods Sixty cases of patients with peptic ulcer were divided into two groups 30 cases in each group. The treatment
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group was given Sanhuang Yuyang Jian and the control group received omeprazole capsule for 6 weeks. Results The total

effective rate in the treatment group was 90.0% and was 86.7% in the control group the difference being significant (P>
0.05). The difference of levels of serum Gastrin in the treatment group before and after treatment were significant(P < 0.05)
while those in the control group before and after treatment were not significant (P > 0.05). Comparing the levels of serum
Gastrin in two groups after treatment differences were significant (P < 0.05). The adverse reaction incidence rate in the

observation group was 3.33% and was 23.33% in the control group the difference being significant(P < 0.05). Conclusions
The clinical effect of Sanhuang Yuyang Jian on curing peptic ulcer is effective. This treatment can reduce Gastrin and adverse
reaction incidence rate.
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
