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Clinical Observation on Xingpi YangEr Granules Combined with Acupuncture Sifeng
Acupoint for Infantile Anorexia

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of Xingpi Yang'Er granules combined with acupuncture Sifeng acupoint
for infantile anorexia. Methods Observed 64 patients with infantile anorexia and divided them into two groups randomly 32
cases in each group. The treatment group received Xingpi Yang'Er granules orally combined with acupuncture Sifeng acupoint
for treatment 7 days as a course 4 courses of treatment in total. The control group received compound lactobacillin tablets
for treatment 7 days as a course. Observed the clinical effect and determined all safety indexes before and after treatment.
Results  Sixty- four cases of Xingpi Yang'Er granules combined with acupuncture Sifeng acupoint for infantile anorexia were
collected and 61 cases finished treatment. Among them 1 case in the treatment group and 2 cases in the control group were
eliminated. The total effective rate was 96.77% in the treatment group and 76.77% in the control group the difference being
significant(P<<0.05) which indicated that the curative effect was better in the treatment group than that in the control group.
Compared safety indexes such as blood routine liver and kidney function urine routine stool routine electrocardiogram
etc. between two groups before and after treatment there was no significance in differences(P>0.05). During the treatment
for infantile anorexia no obvious toxic side effect was found in two groups which showed the treatment was safe and
reliable. Conclusion  Xingpi Yang'Er granules combined with acupuncture Sifeng acupoint can treat infantile anorexia
effectively.
