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Clinical Observation of Modified Chaihu Longgu Muli Tang for Facial Hormone

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of modified Chaihu Longgu Muli tang in treating facial hormone
dependence dermatitis. Methods Divided 90 cases of patients into two groups randomly. Both groups were treated with
routine western medicine while the treatment group was additionally treated with modified Chaihu Longgu Muli tang. The
two groups both received treatment for a course of two weeks. Observed the clinical effect in both groups. Results The total
effective rate was 88.9% in the treatment group and 68.9% in the control group the significant difference being found in the
comparison between two groups (P<<0.05). Conclusion The therapy of modified Chaihu Longgu Muli tang combined with
routine western medicine is one of the effective methods of treating facial hormone dependence dermatitis.
