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Observation of Intervention of Acupuncture Combined with Chinese Medicine Heat
Sealing Charge for Primary TN

Abstract

Objective To observe the curative effect of intervention of acupuncture combined with Chinese medicine heat

sealing charge for primary trigeminal neuralgia(TN). Methods Divided 68 cases into the control group and the research group
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with 34 cases in each according to the random number table method. The two groups were given routine treatment and

nursing intervention and the research group was given the intervention of acupuncture combined with Chinese medicine heat
sealing charge additionally. Compared change of Visual analogy score (VAS) and pain duration of the two groups before and
after intervention and compared nursing satisfaction of the two groups. Results After intervention VAS scores and pain
duration of the two groups were decreased /shorter than those before treatment(P<<0.05 P <<0.01). VAS scores and pain
duration of the research group were decreased /shorter than those of the control group(P<<0.01). The total effective rate was
the difference being significant(P<<0.05). The total

nursing satisfaction rate was 94.1% and 76.5% in the research group and the control group respectively

88.2% and 64.7% in the research group and the control group respectively
the difference being
significant (P<<0.05). Conclusion Based on routine treatment and nursing intervention acupuncture combined with Chinese

medicine heat sealing charge can further relieve the pain symptoms of patients shorten the pain time and improve

satisfaction of nursing in patients.
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
