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Clinical Observation of Buzhong Yiqi Tang Improving Placenta Previa

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of Buzhong Yiqi tang improving placenta previa. Methods Selected
120 cases of women in middle- pregnancy diagnosed with placenta previa by B- ultrasound as study objects and divided
them into two groups randomly 60 cases in each group. The treatment group received Buzhong Yiqi tang orally while the
control group didn’t received any Chinese medicine for treatment. Western medicine such as magnesium sulfate and ritodrine
could be added to the treatment in the event of vaginal bleeding. Results Compared the incidence of vaginal bleeding of
women in middle and late pregnancy and the treatment rate of western medicine in both groups there being no significance
in differences (P>0.05). The rate of postpartum bleeding and cesarean section rate in the treatment group were both lower
than those in the control group differences being significant(P<<0.05). In terms of changes of the location of placenta the
total effective rate was 91.7% in the treatment group and 66.7% in the control group the difference being significant (P <<
0.05). Conclusion The therapy of Buzhong Yiqi tang can reduce the incidence of placenta previa.
