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Clinical Study of Modified Chaihu Shugan San for CSG of Liver-Stomach Disharmony

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of modified Chaihu Shugan san for chronic superficial gastritis (CSG) of
Liver- stomach disharmony syndrome. Methods Selected 480 patients with CSG of Liver- stomach disharmony syndrome as
study objects and divided them into the observation group and the control group being 240 cases in each according to the
random table method. The control group was given routine western medicine therapy. The observation group was given
modified Chaihu Shugan san. Medication of the two groups lasted for ten days. Compared clinical effect Chinese medicine
symptom score incidence of adverse reaction of the two groups. Results After treatment the total effective rate was
97.92% and 92.08% in the observation group and the control group the difference being significant (P <0.01). Scores of
epigastric pain gastric acid eructation hiccup of the observation group were all lower than those of the control group(P<<
0.01). There was no severe adverse reaction in patients of the two groups during treatment. Conclusion Modified Chaihu
Shugan san has remarkable efficacy in treating patients with CSG of Liver- stomach disharmony syndrome which can
improve symptoms of patient effectively and has better efficacy than routine western medicine and less adverse reaction.
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Clinical Observation of Modified Gegen Qinlian Tang for Acute Gastroenteritis

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of modified Gegen Qinlian tang in treating acute gastroenteritis of
spleen deficiency and dampness- heat syndrome. Methods Selected 65 patients with acute gastroenteritis of spleen
deficiency and dampness- heat syndrome and divided them into the treatment group and the control group randomly. The
control group was given routine western medicine while the treatment group was given modified Gegen Qinlian tang.
Treatment lasted for three days. Observed clinical effect symptom duration and the change of symptom score of the two
groups before and after treatment. Results After treatment efficacy of the treatment group was better than that of the

control group(P < 0.05). Duration of diarrhea and duration abdominal pain of the treatment group were both shorter than those
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
