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Clinical Effect of Danshu Capsule for Cholesterol Gallstone Disease in Senile Patients

Abstract Objective To observe the effect of Danshu Capsule for Cholesterol Gallstone Disease in senile patients.
Methods Four hundred and thirty six senile patients with cholelithiasis were randomly divided into two groups 218 in each
group. The treatment group was treated with Danshu capsule and the control groups was given ursodeoxycholic acid. The
treatment course last six months. Results The total effective rate was 81.2% in the treatment group and was 61.5% in the
control group the difference being significant(P < 0.05). No obvious adverse reaction was found in both groups. Conclusion
Danshu capsule for cholelithiasis has certain and safe effect and is worthy of clinical application.
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
