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Observation of Fangchuan Tang Combined with Routine Western Medicine for the
Remission Stage of Bronchial Asthma in Children

Abstract Objective  To observe the effect of Fangchuan tang combined with routine western medicine on the prevention of the
remission stage of bronchial asthma in children and on the improvement of children’s clinical symptoms. Methods Divided 86 cases of
children with the remission stage of bronchial asthma of lung-qi and spleen-kidney yang deficiency into the control group and the
observation group randomly 43 cases in each group. Both groups were given routine treatment while the treatment group was
additionally treated with Fangchuan tang. The two groups both received treatment for three months. After treatment compared the
recurrence rate and the average recurrence frequency of asthma and observed changes of Chinese medicine syndrome scores in both
groups. Results In the observation group the recurrence rate of asthma after treatment was lower than that in the control group(P <
0.05) and the average recurrence frequency after treatment was less than that in the control group(P <<0.05). After treatment Chinese
medicine syndrome scores in the observation group were lower than those in the control group and those before treatment(P <<0.01).
Conclusion  Fangchuan tang combined with routine western medicine for the remission stage of bronchial asthma in children can
effectively reduce the recurrence of bronchial asthma and improve clinical symptoms.
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Observation of Changyanning Tablets Combined with Racecadotril Granules for
Infantile Virus Enteritis

Abstract  Objective  To observe the clinical effect of Changyanning tablets combined with racecadotril granules in
treating infantile virus enteritis. Methods Slected 89 cases of children with virus enteritis as study objects and divided
them into the observation group of 44 cases and the control group of 45 cases by using random double-blind method. The
control group was treated with racecadotril granules and the observation groupwas additionally treated with Changyanning
tablets. Observed the changes of levels of tumor necrosis factor-a (TNF-a ) and interleukin 6 (IL-6)in both groups before
and after treatment and compared the disappearance time of clinical symptoms the clinical effect and the incidence of
adverse reaction in both groups after treatment. Results After treatment levels of TNF-a and IL-6 in two groups were
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
