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Curative Effect of Modified Shegan Mahuang Tang for Epidemic Asthmatic Pneumonia
in children

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of modified Shegan Mahuang tang in treating epidemic asthmatic
pneumonia with syndrome of cold fluid retained in lung. Methods Selected 106 cases of children with epidemic asthmatic
pneumonia with syndrome of cold fluid retaining in lung and divided them into 37 cases of western medicine group 35
cases of Chinese medicine group and 34 cases of Chinese medicine combined with western medicine group randomly.
Western medicine group was treated with western medicine Chinese medicine group was treated with modified Shegan
Mahuang tang and Chinese medicine combined with western medicine group was treated with western medicine combined
with modified Shegan Mahuang tang. Three groups received treatment for 7 days. Compared the clinical effect and observed
the disappearance time of wheezes and the remission time of cough in both groups. Results The total effective rate was
78.38% in western medicine group 94.28% in Chinese medicine group and 97.06% in the Chinese medicine combined with
western medicine group. The total effective rate in western medicine group was lower than that in Chinese medicine group
and Chinese medicine combined with western medicine group(P<<0.05). No significance was found in the comparison of the
effective rate of Chinese medicine group and Chinese medicine combined with western medicine group (P >0.05). The
disappearance time of wheezes and the remission time of cough in Chinese medicine group were shorter than those in
western medicine group and Chinese medicine combined with western medicine group(P<<0.05) the disappearance time of
wheezes and the remission time of cough in Chinese medicine combined with western medicine group were shorter than
those in western medicine group (P<<0.05). The incidence of adverse reations to the western medicine was higher than the
Chinese medicine group and Chinese medicine combined with western medicine group(P<<0.01 P<<0.05). Conclusion The

therapy of modified Shegan Mahuang tang for epidemic asthmatic pneumonia with syndrome of cold fluid retaining in lung has
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better effective rate of treatment than that of pure western medicine. Shegan Mahuang tang has the most significant effect on

the remission of wheezes and cough.
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
