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Clinical Study of Zhengan Xifeng Tang Combined with Conventional Medicine for

Hypertensive Cerebral Hemorrhage

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of Zhengan Xifeng tang combined with conventional medicine for
hypertensive cerebral hemorrhage. Methods Divided 119 cases of patients with hypertensive cerebral hemorrhage of
liver- yang hyperactivity type into the control group and the observation group randomly. After successfully completing
minimally invasive surgery both groups were treated with sustained- release nifedipine to control blood pressure. The
observation group was additionally treated with Zhengan Xifeng tang two days after the surgery. After two months of
treatment compared blood pressure and the hemorrhage recurrence rate in both groups. Results After treatment blood
pressure in both groups were both decreased when compared with those before treatment(P<<0.05). Systolic blood pressure
and diastolic blood pressure in the observation group were both lower than those in the control group (P<<0.05). There were 16
cases of recurrent hemorrhage in the control group recurrence rate being 26.7%  there were 5 cases of recurrent
hemorrhage in the observation group recurrence rate being 8.5% . Compared the hemorrhage recurrence rate in both groups
the difference was significant(P<<0.05). Conclusion The therapy of Zhengan Xifeng tang combined with conventional medicine
for hypertensive cerebral hemorrhage of liver- yang hyperactivity type can effectively control blood pressure and prevent
recurrent hemorrhage.
